Northwest Regional NYI President Report 
November 6, 2007

To the Members of the Northwest Regional NYI Council,

I bring to you my 4th annual report as the Regional President of the great Northwest Region.  I consider it a privilege, an honor, and a challenge to be in this position.  Thank you for the opportunity to serve with you.

In my local ministry we started a “Contemplative” youth service that is led by some students feeling a call to ministry.  In this service we are contemplating our way through the book of Mark.  In the beginning of this book, Mark writes about the coming of John the Baptist (by the way, do you know what John the Baptist and Whiney the Pooh have in common?  Their middle name.)  and how John the Baptist prepared the way for Jesus by preaching: “repent for the forgiveness of sins.”  Jesus came and was baptized by John in the Jordan River; and this ushered Jesus into His public ministry.  In Mark 1:14 it tell us that “after John was put in prison, Jesus went into Galilee, proclaiming the good news of God.  ‘The time has come’, he said, ‘The kingdom of God is near.  Repent and believe the good news.’”

As I spent time listening and contemplating this passage, I was really challenged by a few things:

First: How Jesus affirmed John the Baptist.

John had been put in prison.  John thought he was doing right, and even sent some disciples to Jesus to see if he was the One.  I love how Jesus affirmed John by repeating the same message that John had been preaching:  “repent and believe the good news!”  How cool would it be if Jesus came and repeated one of your sermons?  How affirmed would you feel?  

Second: How Jesus built on the ministry of John the Baptist.

Jesus didn’t begin to preach something totally different, but instead He spring-boarded His ministry off of the ministry of John the Baptist. Jesus didn’t re-invent ministry, no, in fact, the ministry that He came to bring to our world was built on the ministry of the Old Testament.

Ed-When was the last time you were affirmed? We each responded.

Undergraduate program enrollment encompasses an enrollment this year of 1,241 students. The MBA courses are offered in Nampa, Boise, Micron, Twin Falls, and online. While the delivery system may be different, the same program is offered at all sites. The delivery of the program is for the working adult who commits to an intensive period of study covering 16-18 months. The cohort model is used for class organization.  Students normally take two courses at the same time that last for nine weeks. Counting the in-class and out-of-class studying required, the typical MBA student will spend 25-35 hours per week involved with the program.

The Masters of Arts in Religion provides three different graduate theological on-line degrees in Christian Education, Pastoral Ministry and Spiritual Formation. One component of these degrees includes instruction being provided in an on-line format. Research associated with adult learning reveals some students excel at online learning while others do better in a face-to-face learning environment. Online students are independent, able to learn from reading & online communication, self-motivated and comfortable with technology.
