President’s Report-
 The regional report is made up of districts and I want to know what your vision is for your district. What is happening on your district? The region isn’t me. I want to hear from you about your districts. Let’s challenge each other, iron sharpening iron. Let’s give each other ideas. Let’s bounce ideas off each other.

Or-Pac-leadership transition, Collin out and Joel is in, Camps are going well. The highlights of our district are camps and quizzing. We need to work on our purpose as a District. The council is working on looking at how other districts have convention and main event.
Alaska-Joe-I challenged Dennis to set a goal for NYC. The attendance goal is 100 for NYC and we had 85 sign up. This is double what we have done in the past. Camps are going well. By having Main Event and convention in Juno a few years back has enabled some Juno kids to attend camp and Juno has representation on council. Joe has challenged council to look at the purpose of events in their district. Why do we host certain events? Pray for Dennis as he leads.

Wa-Pac-Trent-Our district is in a funk right now. Ten churches are in transition as far as youth pastor change over is concerned. Camp numbers are down. How do we connect the new youth pastors as they try to connect with the senior high teens? How do we find leaders to serve on council? Our NYC director is new and she is stepping up to serve. Vision and purpose-How do we add value to the local church- District events? We hope to cast vision to each district events? Communicate the value to youth leaders and youth pastors. Trent hopes to connect with the new youth pastors.

Colorado-Dusty-highlights-Main Event went very well. 402 kids, 100 sponsors, D.S. attended. Hopefully Camp will work out well. New Quiz director, hopefully this will work out. Vision and directives-he would like to see us partnership with our sister region to make it more visible. He wants to see more churches involved on the district level. They are excited about the new leadership on council.

Intermountain-District Main Event grew to 414 this year and has grown by over 100 each year. Our winter retreat grew by 120 teens to over 200 at the retreat. NYC is strong and camps are going very well. Rich’s vision for the district is to connect to the churches on the edge of the district so that they can become part of the district at events. 

Treasurer’s report-Stacey

Stacey handed out report and explained the report. 

Our budget is a zero balance budget; some of the expenses from this year’s call are absorbed last year. 

Line items 100-650 are administration expenses.

Regional Trainer’s line item 650-Kenny, next week we meet in KC and we are starting to see the value of running the training through regions instead of running it through KC. Big Picture Training is usually $20 per person which is amazing. Kenny explains how difficult it is to work through KC to host a District training. The website troubles make it very hard for a district to effectively host a training. 

Stacey-we will probably create a budget for Big Picture Training.

OVERVIEW
The ability to fund raise is always dependent upon the perceived need.  If people perceive participants are expecting a "free-ride" without "work", potential income is diminished.  Raising the funds will take sacrifice on the part of the youth, parents and the Church.  While there are no guarantees, no youth who has seriously tried to go on a trip has ever failed to raise enough funds.

Payment for the airfare will be required by the end of January 2008, and the remaining payment by the end of May 2008.  This will mean lots of fund raising, both inside and outside the church.  Parents will need to help in this effort.

Thoughts

4/22/07

Registration

· Group communication entries need to be able to register a group name on the web when they register.  If not, sorting out group entries is difficult, especially when the judging sheets come back with just a group name and no students’ names.

Art

· Individual Districts needs to make sure that they follow regional guidelines for art entries or at least make sure their advancing art entrants are aware of regional guidelines.  The disparity between regional and district judging sometimes makes for some tense conversations.  Entrants need to be aware that if they do not follow those guidelines that might or will be marked down.  

Talent

· Entrants must understand that regional competition is higher level of competition and they cannot expect, unless they perform better than at the district level, to receive an identical or corresponding score.

Scholarships

· If the region intends to continue giving scholarships to NNU for students who score a high superior talent, it may be good for us to set criteria for the scholarship and amount to be given.  Suggestion: Top High Superior (minimum score cap 98) in each of the five major talent categories (art, creative ministry, vocal, instrumental, writing & speech).  $250 dollar scholarship, total budget needed: $1250.

Stacey-Let’s look at the talent trophy issue later.

Move vocals and solos to the SLH.

At the Fall Meeting when we look at the budget for RME we need to look at the amount of money we apply to the scholarships
NNU needs the names of the people that received scholarships in quizzing, talent.

Darin-let’s add the “superior” rating to the qualifications of people that advance.

Change the wording in the handbook to say each district is allowed the top 3-availbele superior rated participants in each category

Let’s have the top talent in each category showcase their performance in the Brandt Center on Friday night. This will allow everyone to see his or her talents.
