Ed Belzer calls meeting to order at 1:00 pm

Eric Forseth brought a report from the college of a new ministerial student scholarship program (See minutes of Ministerial Scholarship Task Force).  The program is a “forgiveness loan” program.  You give four years ministerial service to the Church of the Nazarene and the loan is forgiven in its entirety.  Size of scholarship increases from freshman year to senior year.

Discussion from DP’s focused on how to identify students who may be called to ministry to direct to the ministerial program @ NNU.  Question raised by whether we should use Main Event as a way to identify student’s interested in ministry or whether we should create a separate “stand alone” program.   Berggren/Malmin suggested we might be trying to cram too much into a Main Event Calendar.  If ministerial promotion is to take place, it must be available to all.   Forseth suggested attaching something to PALCON during the coming summer (June 21-24).

Proposal was to add ministerial student informational session at Main Event and also create a task force to look at long term programming for teens called to ministry. 

Ad Hoc committee to study programming to encourage/train high school students called to ministry Darin Million, Mike Malmin, Gary Waller, Mark Maddix.  (Possibility of online program for High School ministerial students).

Berggren led Main Event discussion

Sodexho meal proposal:  Council preferred BBQ outside for Friday dinner. Rest of meals looked OK.  Attempt will be made to have Pepsi wagon for outside food service.

Budget Review.  Sodexho is reducing pp cost.   Suggestion was made to show how NNU is subsidizing event.  Proposal to say that if they sign up by a certain date, NNU subsidizes, keeping cost low.  Cost increases following early registration date.

Web Site:  Berggren says they are working on two sites.  Creation of separate websites for District and Region.  Intermountain district would work as a demonstration project for 2004 Main event.

Motion by Malmin to pay computer registration program developer $500 for last years work and put another $500 dollars in this years budget.  Motion seconded.  Motion pass unanimously.

Nelson briefed on new Logo.  He will have district logos for each of us before we go.
